Late Tax Payment Reminders
These reminders have been issued before but hopefully they will refresh your memory and be

helpful to you, as they are helpful to the tax office. In order to avoid the tax lien procedure and
extra costs always have your first and second tax bills paid in full by February 1. Unpaid taxes
accrue interest at 12% per annum, if they go to lien then the interest rate is increased to 18% per
annum. Water and sewer bills that have gone to lien will need to be paid at the tax department. If
payment is made at the Water/Sewer Department, the money will be applied to your current bills.
We do accept partial payments and prepayments.

As always, the tax office staff welcomes your questions and will try to meet your needs. We
appreciate the cooperation and good attitude you display toward your tax obligations.
